In the Rainforest (Poem)
Listen to rainforest sounds whilst children settle

Water spray for ‘raindrops’ (to build anticipation)

Green material over children’s/ adults’ head for ‘canopy’ (to encourage chn to pull off)

Snoring on big mac for ‘sloth sleeping’ (encouraging cause and effect understanding)

Umbrellas with different things attached for ‘gorilla sheltering’ (encourage looking up - lights/reaching out – shiny green hanging bits/responding to sounds – ‘rainforest’ instruments e.g. small rainstick, maraca, tambourine, castanets)

Tickle children  with finger tips from head to toe at different speeds/ getting faster and slower for ‘ants scurrying’ (building anticipation)

Torches and spotlights shone on trays of leaves and twigs for ‘sun shines down on trees below’ (encouraging children to squeeze and scrunch leaves and look at hands whilst doing so)

Parrot toy held above or to side of children and then activated for ‘parrot perches high on a branch’  (encourage children to turn to/ locate sound or colours of parrot and reach for it)

Echo microphones for ‘toucan calls across the treetops’ (to encourage any vocalisations or responding to/ turning towards the sounds that the adult makes)

Spinning fan light toys and clapper toys for ‘butterflies’ (encourage children to track/reach out for one then other. Do they react/manipulate differently?)
Listen to rainforest sounds to end
